Thanks to the fantastic scouts from troop 933, the wonderful helpers 

from SRA /WSA, and the (always) fabulous CMIA volunteers, our new Bioreten-

tion gardens and beach area were planted with almost 200 native flowers, shrubs, 

and grasses!  

 This project was made possible, in part, by a grant from Unity Gardens. 

Unity Gardens is a non-profit organization that supports the building of commu-

nity partnerships through the creation environmental enhancement and educa-

tion. Garden plans and plant selections will be made available on the CMIA web-

site, for anyone interested in using native plants in bio-retention gardens or 

raingardens.  

 The CMIA HillBottom Beach Restoration Project demonstrates how com-

munities and homeowners can utilize native plants and “Bay Friendly” landscap-

ing designs instead of “hardscaping” to enhance waterfront properties, control the 

erosion and pollution caused by storm water runoff, and help improve the waters 

of the Severn River for future generations to enjoy. 

 The CMIA gardens are designed to catch, infiltrate and filter stormwater 

runoff and pollutants, and help minimize erosion, while providing a habitat oasis 

for birds, butterflies and wildlife.  Plus they will make our wonderful beach even 

more beautiful! The eroding hillside has been stabilized with rock sills and plants 

recommended for erosion control and slope stabilization.  

We hope CMIA will enjoy our “Bay Friendly” HillBottom Beach for many years!

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Winter Reminders 

CMIA is preparing to become a winter wonderland! Beach play is be-
coming a memory…. the beautiful colors of fall have fallen…leaves 

have been bagged and gardens have been cleaned…… 

  As the seasons change, so do the community reminders. 

 

 Clean Up After Your Pets: Pet waste does not disappear from the 

winter ice and snow- it stills goes directly into the soil and waterway 

with the melting street runoff.   

 When you clean your yard of ‘pesky’ fallen leaves, bag your lawn 

waste into bags for the weekly county pick up. Don’t ‘blow’ the leaves in-

to the street! There are no ‘street cleaning” programs available  Loose 

leaf waste will only blow onto someone else’s yard, clog the storm drains, and  stay in the street creat-

ing slippery and often unsafe road conditions 

 Please don’t dump yard waste in the woods, at the beaches, or on the street. CMIA has had to 

pay to clean up waste put on community property by other people. Trash is trash, and it is everyone’s 

responsibility to keep our community great! 

 When the snows come, and Carrollton Manor becomes a winter wonderland, PLEASE continue to 

be a great neighbor. ----- *Watch out for everyone around you, check on your neighbors, drive very 

carefully through our narrow streets, and practice ‘friendly’ sense to safely get through the winter sea-

son. 

 Park well off the roads so that all vehicles and especially emergency vehicles have enough room to 

get through. Do not stand or park a vehicle, whether occupied or not, within 15 feet of a fire hydrant 

or within 20 feet of a crosswalk at an intersection.  

 Move cars and trucks off the streets if the forecast is for snow. Our streets are narrow and the plows 

need room to get the snow cleared from the roads. If the plows can’t get through, the roads won’t be 

cleared! 

 Enjoy the snow, but stay aware. When you shovel or blow the snow away from around your home,  

don’t put it in the street or block someone else’s home. Melting snow makes for dangerous, ice covered 

streets. Everyone is trying to dig out. Let’s all work together!

 CMIA fall events announced 

 All keys and parking stickers change in 2016- 

discussion on problems with nonresidents using 

CMIA beaches, keys being copied, and parking 

problems.  Solutions will be investigated. 

 Erosion at Crab Away is increasing.  Storm wa-

ter runoff from surrounding properties and 

roads, is severely eroding the property shore-

line. Plans formulated to install bio-logs  to slow 

runoff erosion damage. $600.00 approved for 

project materials. 

 Club House: Site Plan and sketches are under 

way proposing a 1,400 sq ft building with base-

ment. The design is to have a “beach like” archi-

tectural look with native plant landscaping.  

Finished site plans will need to be taken to 

County to determine if rebuilding will be possi-

ble.  

 HillBottom Beach Restoration construction is 

completed. Planting of Bio-retention gardens 

will be done this fall. A ‘Unity Garden’ grant 

will help support the native plants used  

 HillBottom beach sand will be replenished next 

spring. 

 Solicitors- Communities with county main-

tained roads cannot restrict access as roads are 

public.  Suggestion- post private property for 

‘No Solicitation’ and report to police individual-

ly 

 HillBottom Playground- construction within 

Critical areas would require extensive permit-

ting and variance issues. HillBottom may not be 

the best option due to space and restrictions 

 Middle School bus transportation to serve our 

community is being investigated. 

 Properties with vegetation that limits traffic/

road visibility are being identified for thinning 

for safety. 

 Picnic tables or benches at Crab Away and Sun-

set suggested. Pavilions at beaches would re-

quire Critical Area building variances. 

 Several people interested in CMIA participating 

in Severna Park 2016 July 4th parade. More in-

formation should be available at March 2016 

meeting.

Winter Tips from DNR 

 When winter weather turns your driveway into a 

sheet of ice, consider using non-toxic de-icing tech-

niques to thaw it out. Clean clay cat litter, sand 

and fireplace/stove ash are better alternatives to 

chemicals which will eventually wash into local 

waterways. Keep Kitty Litter in your car for emer-

gency. 

 When packing lunch for you or your family each 

morning, don’t miss the opportunity to reduce 

packaging waste. The average child annually 

throws away 67 pounds of lunchbox trash. Small 

changes such as using a reusable insulated 

bag instead of paper bags, and utilize washable 

containers instead of plastic sandwich bags to 

can greatly lower your waste contribution.  

 As you begin decorating for the holidays, consider 

using long-lasting LED lights to bring spirit to 

your decor. A string of LED lights uses about one-

tenth of the electrical current of older incandes-

cent lights.  

 

 Consider purchasing a live (balled) or a local-

ly grown live cut evergreen tree from a Mar-

yland farm this year. Purchasing locally sup-

ports the local economy.  

 Start a new family tradition by purchasing a 

balled/bur lapped live tree that you can plant out-

side after the holidays. By planting the tree you 

will create wildlife habitat, reduce soil erosion, 

help fight climate change, and reduce air pollu-

tion… and it makes a great memory! 

 Each year, Americans generate 5 million tons of 

waste each holiday season; wrapping paper and 

shopping bags make up 80% of this waste. Reduce 

the amount of trash that ends up in your commu-

nity landfill by saving tissue paper, gift bags and 

boxes for reuse, and recycling torn paper and oth-

er packaging  

 With holiday celebrations, comes  presents, food 

containers and plenty of packaging materials. Be-

fore you throw everything in the garbage can, take 

into consideration what can be recycled.  

 When wrapping your holiday purchases, get crea-

tive with your packaging …Creating your own 

wrapping paper out of an outdated calendar, 

newspapers, or decorating paper bags can also be 

a fun holiday craft for all ages. 

 New electronics and toys received over the holi-

days often require fresh batteries, consider 

switching to rechargeable batteries. Also, do not 

forget to properly dispose of used batteries to 

prevent mercury and other toxics from leaking 

into ground water or being released into the air.
